EIGHTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT

All of Arlington County; all of the Cities of Alexandria and Falls Church; part of Fairfax County comprised of the Reston #1, Reston #2, Westbriar, Dogwood, Hunters Woods, Reston #3, Glade, South Lakes, Terraset, Wolftrap, Sunrise Valley, North Point, Aldrin, Pimmit, Bush Hill, Cameron, Franconia, Groveton, Mount Eagle, Pioneer, Rose Hill, Virginia Hills, Beulah, Villages, Kingstowne, Van Dorn, Hayfield 406/Woodlawn 412/Fairfield 413, Baileys, Glen Forest, Lincolnia, Parklawn, Westlawn, Weyanoke, Willston, Skyline, Whittier, Walnut Hill #1, Bren Mar, Edsall, Belle Haven, Belleview, Bucknell, Hollin Hall, Huntington, Kirkside, Marlan, Sherwood, Belvoir, Grosvenor, Fort Buffalo, Graham, Greenway, Marshall, Pine Spring, Shreve, Timber Lane, Woodburn, Magarity, Walnut Hill #2, and Tysons Precincts and parts of the Holmes and Westhampton Precincts. (2001, Sp. Sess. I, c. 7; § 24.2-302.1.)

All references to precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2001, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2000 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law § 94-171.

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 24.2-301 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.1 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced therein and on file with the Clerk of the Senate, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

The part of Fairfax County contained in the Eighth district is described as follows.

1. Beginning at a point on the Virginia-Maryland state boundary line, being the Potomac River, where an extension of Waynewood Boulevard (State Route 2158) would intersect the state boundary line

2. west on the extension of Waynewood Boulevard to the intersection of Waynewood Boulevard and the George Washington Memorial Parkway

3. north on George Washington Memorial Parkway to Collingwood Road (State Route 628)

4. west on Collingwood Road to a point between William and Mary Drive and Karl Road where a tributary of the North Branch of Little Hunting Creek intersects Collingwood Road

5. west on the tributary to the North Branch of Little Hunting Creek

6. southwest on the North Branch of Little Hunting Creek to Little Hunting Creek

7. northwest on Little Hunting Creek to Richmond Highway (United States Highway 1)

8. southwest on Richmond Highway to Britten Drive

9. northwest on Britten Drive to Telegraph Road (State Route 611)

10. northeast on Telegraph Road to Backlick Road (State Route 617)

11. north on Backlick Road to Interstate 95 via the southeast loop of the cloverleaf interchange beginning at the intersection of Newington Road and Backlick Road

12. north on Interstate 95 to the Capital Beltway (Interstate 495)

13. west on the Capital Beltway (including the northern access road that is the northern boundary of census block 510594525001019) to Backlick Road

14. north on Backlick Road to Braddock Road (State Route 620)

15. east and north on Braddock Road to Little River Turnpike (State Highway 236)

16. west on Little River Turnpike to Old Columbia Pike (State Route 712)

17. northeast on Old Columbia Pike to Columbia Pike (State Highway 244)

18. northeast on Columbia Pike (shown as Thurgood Marshall Memorial Highway on county maps) to Maple Court (State Route 1026)

19. northwest on Maple Court to Washington Drive (State Route 794)

20. southwest on Washington Drive to Tyler Street (State Route 795)

21. northwest on Tyler Street to Lake Street (State Route 900)

22. southwest on Lake Street to Blair Road (State Route 902)

23. northwest on Blair Road to Glen Carlyn Drive (State Route 981)

24. northeast on Glen Carlyn Drive to Argyle Drive (State Route 1078)

25. west on Argyle Drive to Culmore Court (State Route 1077)

26. north and then west on Culmore Court to Glenmore Drive (State Route 980)

27. north on Glenmore Drive to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

28. northwest on Leesburg Pike to Arlington Boulevard (United States Highway 50)

29. southwest on Arlington Boulevard to Annandale Road (State Route 649)

30. southwest on Annandale Road to Gallows Road (State Route 650)

31. northwest on Gallows Road to an unnamed road extending from the terminus of Townsend Street

32. west on the unnamed road and then Townsend Street to Cannongate Road

33. north on Cannongate Road to Anderson Drive

34. east on Anderson Drive to Shandwick Place

35. north on Shandwick Place to Adenlee Avenue

36. east on Adenlee Avenue to Gallows Road

37. north on Gallows Road to Arlington Boulevard (United States Highway 50)

38. east on Arlington Boulevard to the Capital Beltway (Interstate 495)

39. north on the Capital Beltway to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

40. northwest on Leesburg Pike to Chain Bridge Road (State Highway 123)

41. southwest on Chain Bridge Road to the corporate limits of the Town of Vienna

42. west, counterclockwise on the northern corporate limits of the Town of Vienna, to an unnamed tributary of Piney Branch, the southeastern boundary of census block 510594603002004

43. southwest on the unnamed tributary approximately 100 feet to a power line

44. northwest on the power line (crossing Piney Branch) to Difficult Run

45. southwest on Difficult Run to Little Difficult Run

46. southwest on Little Difficult Run to Fox Mill Road (State Route 665)

47. northwest on Fox Mill Road (crossing Reston Avenue on the northeastern boundary of census block 510594811005001) to Monroe Street (State Route 666)

48. north on Monroe Street to the corporate limits of the Town of Herndon

49. east and then north on the southern corporate limits of the Town of Herndon to Stuart Road (State Route 680)

50. north on Stuart Road to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

51. northeast on Sugarland Road to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

52. southeast on Leesburg Pike to Baron Cameron Avenue (State Route 606)

53. southwest on Baron Cameron Avenue to an unnamed tributary of Colvin Run, approximately 250 feet west of the intersection of Baron Cameron Avenue and Hunters Mill Road (State Route 674)

54. southeast on the unnamed tributary to Colvin Run

55. southwest on Colvin Run approximately 0.25 miles to an unnamed tributary lying approximately 0.27 miles west of Hunter Mill Road

56. south on the unnamed tributary and the western branch of the tributary to its terminus

57. southeast on a line, the southwest boundary of census blocks 510594819002013 and 2014, to the intersection of Hunter Mill Road and Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road (State Highway 267)

58. east on Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road (including the eastern boundary of census block 510594712001010 bounded by the Toll Road, Chain Bridge Road, and an eastern Toll Road ramp) to Custis Memorial Highway (Interstate 66)

59. east on Custis Memorial Highway to Haycock Road (State Route 703)

60. east on Haycock Road to Casemont Drive (State Route 2308)

61. south on Casemont Drive to Moly Drive (State Route 2392)

62. east on Moly Drive to Primrose Drive

63. south on Primrose Drive to Fisher Avenue (State Route 1772)

64. east on Fisher Avenue to Westmoreland Street (State Route 693)

65. south on Westmoreland Street to the Fairfax County-Arlington County boundary line

66. counterclockwise on the Fairfax County-Arlington County, Fairfax County-City of Falls Church, Fairfax County-Arlington County, and Fairfax County-City of Alexandria boundary lines to the Potomac River

67. south on the Potomac River to an extension of Waynewood Boulevard, the point of beginning.
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
